When questioned about
these issues, the waiter
claimed that the train’s spe-
cific policy allowed only two
chapatis, and curd was un-
available due to stock deple-
tion. Furthermore, he admit-
ted that the lentils contained
only water as they did not
have grains from their suppli-
er and declined to disclose his
name. Subsequently, Gupta
observed vendors in the
pantry car selling curd sepa-
rately at Rs30-40 each.

In response to Gupta’s com-
plaint, Licensee contended
that an investigation on their
end revealed the food were
sourced from an unautho-
rised vendor.
