An Agripada resident was
duped of Rs2.91 lakh with the
lure of an iPhone as a free gift
after she liked a video on In-
stagram. Surpiya Ghadi, 37,
came across an Insta handle
named Zam-Zam (Dubai) that
had several videos on it. After
liking one, she received a link
on WhatsApp from the
eponymous website, with a
message of a free iPhone 14
Pro as a gift for which she had
to buy a coupon worth
Rs3,000. Ghadi paid through
GPay, following which she re-
ceived a photo of the coupon
on WhatsApp. The next day,
she received a call asking her
to resend the coupon’s photo,
which will further make her
eligible for an iPhone, an Ap-

ple watch and a headphone.
Lured by such expensive
gifts, she did as asked. How-
ever, to receive them in a
courier, she had to pay
Rs25,000 to which she agreed.

Ghadi received another
call and the purported execu-
tive asked her to register the
iPhone in her name. For
speedy delivery and registra-
tion, she was asked to pay
Rs35,000, followed by another
call asking her to pay
Rs60,000 more for “free” gifts.

The next day, the caller told
Ghadi that she has been of-
fered $6,000 by Zam-Zam,
which is Rs6 lakh in Indian
currency and she needs to
pay “only Rs80,000” for it. Not
seeing it as a warning, Ghadi
paid that too and lost Rs2.91
lakh in total without receiv-
ing anything.

Over 4,000 motorists penalised in May for violating number plate rules

In the month of May alone, till
date, the Mumbai Traffic Po-
lice (MTP) penalised more
than 4,000 people for violating
traffic norms related to num-
ber plates on motor vehicles.
However, the bigger conflict
among motorists is why can’t
they have a number plate in
Marathi since it’s a state lan-
guage.

The discussion started on
Tuesday when Twitter posted
a picture of a vehicle with a
number plate written in
Marathi. The plate which
should had have Maharash-
tra’s short form MH, had Ma-
harashtra written in Marathi
along with the number, in the
same language. The user
tagged the MTP asking them
if this was allowed. In the next
few hours, the tweet gathered
traction and netizens started
discussing why writing some-
thing in Marathi, inside the
state of Maharashtra, should
be unlawful.

“What is the problem with
Marathi? Don't you have bread
butter from Marathi Maha-
rashtra state? Why so much
hate about Marathi number

plate,” questioned a Twitter
user, while another added,
“Why not allowed in Maha-
rashtra state? This is Maha-
rashtra and Marathi language
is an official language of Ma-
harashtra state.”

A senior traffic official ex-
plained, “The number plate of
any motor vehicle should be as
per rule number 50 of the Cen-

tral Motor Vehicle Rule.”
Accordingtorules50and 51,
which deal with improper
number plates, the
registration letters including
state code and the numbers
shall all be in black on white
background for 2-wheelers
and light motor vehicles.
While for commercial
vehicles, it should be black let-
ters on yellow background.
The rule further states that the
plate should not have fancy let-
ters and numbers or other
names, pictures or art. The

plate should be displayed both
at the front and rear of all mo-
tor vehicles clearly. The letters
of the registration mark
should be in English while the
numbers or figures shall be
strictly in Arabic numerals.

The official further said that
if the vehicle owner desires to
want a personalised number
plate, he or she can have one.
However, out of the two num-
ber plates, one should comply
with the law. “There is a letter
of the honourable transport
commissioner of 2004 which
allows an additional number
plate. In case the owner wants
the additional one to be in
Marathi, it can be translated.
For example, it should be like
for MH 12 A 2526 then they can
do it to THTT R T WRE.
However, they cannot make the
MH into Maharashtra whatso-
ever,” he further specified.

Traffic authorities conclud-
ed by saying if the law states a
certain protocol and if that's
not followed, the lawbreakers
will be penalised.

Refund for unauthorised money transier

The State Consumer Disputes
Redressal Commission (SC-
DRC) has directed DCB Bank
Ltd to compensate a customer
by giving Rs32.88 lakh with 9%
interest after money was trans-
ferred (remitted) to an account
that he did not authorise.

The customer, Ajoj Kumar
Mehta (sharing the account
with Sheelu Mehta), lived in
Kuwait in 2014-15 with an ac-
count with the bank. He made
an arrangement to remit mon-
ey tohis son studying in the US.
As per that agreement, the re-
mittance was a fixed amount
($2,500) at a fixed date of a
month (26th), sent only after

confirming the exchange rate.

A CA by profession, Mehta
received retirement benefits in
2014 and made fixed deposits to
the tune of Rs2 crore with the
bank for three years with an
overdraft facility of 90% and
decided to send $2,500 to his son
through this account.

The forex department, how-
ever, demanded that Mehta
make requests for each
transfer. He pre-signed some
RTGS forms and gave them to
the manager in advance for
transactions after seeking ap-
proval on exchange rate.

After a few remittances,
Mehta realised that transfer-
ring funds from India through
the overdraft account was ex-

pensive and therefore decided
toremit from Kuwait. However,
after he stopped the remittance
service, the bank received two
emails requesting it in January
2015 for $25,000 and $28,000 to a
third party in New York.

When Mehtas approached
the bank, they said that they
acted on the instructions.
Mehta approached the bank’s
corporate office and the RBIL.

At the commission stage, the
bank said that a complaint

should have been filed with the
Kuwait police and with the cy-
ber cell since electronic in-
structions had been received
from the complainant.

The commission stated that
“there is negligence and defi-
ciency in service” on part of
the bank and so complainants
are entitled to zero liability. It
also directed a further compen-
sation of Rsl.5 lakh within
three months else it would car-
ry an additional interest of 6%.

Suresh Dube Murder Case

Bhai Thakur and his
gnav\nng grlp on Virar

The Bhai Thakur gang re-
ceived a major reprieve on
Wednesday when a special
court in Pune acquitted its
leader in the sensational
Suresh Dube murder case.

Suresh Dube, 31, a builder,
was shot dead at point-blank
range on Nalasopara railway
station platform in broad day-
light allegedly by the Bhai
Thakur gang.

After this murder, the stock
of Jayendra Vishnu Thakur,
70, who was arrested by dare-
devil Indian Police Service
(IPS) officer Sudhakar Surad-
kar, shot up big time in Mum-
bai's underworld.

Bhai Thakur was a part of
the late Varadaraj Mudaliar's
gold smuggling network.

The coast off Vasai-Virar
was a major landing point for
gold biscuits smuggled in
Arab dhows from Dubai.
Vardhabhai was scouting for

After the death
of Vardhabhai on January 2,
1989, Bhai started working for
Dawood Ibrahim gang which
had rushed in to fill in the
huge vacuum created by the
demise of don Vardhabhai.
Bhai then smelt a huge op-
portunity when the real estate
boom started not only in
Mumbai, but also in the Va-
sai-Virar belt. He acquired

large chunks of land and that
is when Suresh Dube, a small-
time builder crossed his path.
Every elections, political par-
ties would use him for money
and muscle power.

However, he found it cost-ef-
fective to make his brother Hi-
tendra Thakur and nephew
Kshtij Thakur MLAs. He
demonstrated his leech-like
hold over Vasai-Virar in 2019
when Bahujan Vikas Aghadi
supported by him convincing-
ly defeated encounter special-
ist inspector Pradeep Sharma
who was the Shiv Sena's can-
didate.

He has the support of some
of the top politicians of Ma-
harashtra and that is the rea-
son why his writ runs almost
unchallenged in Vasai-Virar.
The Dube family is the only
one which is determined to
put an end to his reign. Neha,
daughter of Suresh Dube, told
FPJ that “We will appeal to
the Supreme Court against to-
day’s acquittal. We will not
give up.”
