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Uncertainty over cabinet expansion 
persists as Fadnavis heads to Delhi

Mumbai: More than a 
month after Eknath Shinde 
and Devendra Fadnavis were 
sworn in as CM and deputy 
CM, there is complete uncer­
taintyoverthestatecabinet's 
expansion owing to multiple 
factors. Bureaucrats believe 
expansion will take place af. 
ter the l itigation before the 
apex court is resolved and a 
section feels expansion on 
Friday appears difficult as 
Shinde is unwell and has be­
en advised rest for a few days, 
and then on August 7, he will 
beinNewDelhiforaNITIAa­
yog meeting. However, a BJP 
leader said the cabinet may 
be expanded on Friday after 
Devendra Fadnavis, who is in 
New Delhi, returns. 

Shinde had told TOI on 
July 27 that he would expand 
the cabinet in the next three 
days, and Fadnavis had said 
it would happen soon. The 
Shinde faction's spokesper­
son Deepak Kesarkar said on 
Wednesday that expansion 
would happen before Sunday, 
while BJP leader Sudhir 
Mungantiwar on Thursday 
said the cabinet will be ex­
panded before August 15. 

A BJP leader said, "Fad­
navis is in New Delhi with 
the list of cabinet members. 
He will meet the BJP leade1·s­
hip and return to Mumbai." 

A senior bureaucrat said 
the issue in SC would have to 
be resolved. "It was expected 
that issues before SC would 
be resolved on Thursday and 
cabinet expanded on Thurs­
day or Friday. However, the 
case was adjourned to Au· 
gust 8, and it may be referred 
to a constitution bench. So 
we feel cabinet will be expan­
ded after litigation is resol· 
ved," the bureaucrat said. 

The BJP leader said his 
party is insisting on the wa­
ter resources department, 
while the Shinde faction is 
keen on securing the finance 
portfolio. "We expect that the 
row over sharing of portfo­
lios will be resolved amicab­
ly. One of the proposals was 
that portfolios held by Cong­
ress and NCP should be ent· 
rusted to BJP and depart­
ments held by Shiv Sena sho­
uld be entrusted to the Shin­
de faction. Prin1a facie there 
appears to be consensus on 
this,"hesaid. 

Second, the BJP leadersa­
id, a debate on adopting the 
Gujarat cabinet pattern, 
where a majority of faces are 
fresh, is still doing the ro­
unds inBJPcircles. "In Guja­
rat, BJP had a clear majority, 
while in Maharashtra we 
will have to strike a balance 
between the two parties. In 
the Shinde faction, out of 40 
legislators, at least 30 are in­
sisting on a cabinet berth. It

New Delhi: Cotmsel for the 
Thackeray faction, KapilSibal 
and A M Singhvi, expressed 
apprehensions about EC ta· 
king up the Shinde faction's 
plea on disqualification of 
MLAs immediately. "Rebel­
lion by 40 MLAs in a legislatu­
re party is one thing, but the 
political party which encom­
passes members down to talu­
ka level is much larger and the 
claim cannot be decided on the 
basis of garnering majority 
support within the legislature 
partY," Sibal said. 

Singhvi said, "When the 
substantial issue of disqualifi­
cation is pending before the 
SC, what is the necessity of de­
ciding the symbol issue and 
perpetrate something of irre­
versible consequences." 

Appearing for EC, senior 
advocate Arvind Datar said 
the issue pertaining to disq ua-

lification of Ml.As, pending 
before SC. has no bearing on 
the intra-party dispute over 
which side represented the 
original party as that adjudi­
cation would be under the 
Election Symbols Ordet: 

"Even if the rebel MLAs 
get disqualified, it has no be­
aringon the adjudication as to 
which faction represented the 
original party, EC does not go 
by the strength of a faction in 
legislature party. It has to hear 
party members, examine do­
cuments and take evidence be­
fore embarking on adjudica­
ting the sensitive issue which 
may take days," he said. Salve 
supported the EC's stand. 

The CJl-led bench said it 
would pass orders on Monday 
whether or not to refer the con­
tentious issues to a five-judge 
bench and advised the EC not 
to precipitate the matter rela­
ting to petitions for wresting 
control of Shiv Sena party and 
its symbol. 

Ex-judge of Bombay HC 
More named CAT chief 

Mumbai: President Droupadi Murmu on Monday appointed 
Justice Ranjit More, a former judge of the Bombay High Court 
and Chief Justice of the Meghalaya High Court, as the Chair­
man of Central Administrative Tribunal (CAT). 

Justice More's nomination was earlier approved by the ap­
pointments conunittee of the Union Cabinet. Born in a small 
village in Satara district of Maharashtra, Justice More was 
appointed as the judge of the Bombay High Court on Septem­
ber 8, 2006. On October 12, 2021, Justice More was elevated as 
the Chief Justice of the Meghalaya High Court.

"I wasonmywayto the air­
port to board my 2.40am flight 
from Bengaluru to Abu Dhabi 
when I received a mail from 
Etil1ad stating they have can­
celled my entire ticket booki­
ng. I had an onward ticket to 
New York," said a student. "I 
had booked the Etihad flight 
in early June and paid Rs 
94,000 for a one-way trip. To­
day I booked another ticket, 
this time on Air India which 
cost Rs 2.19 lakh. It's for travel 
on August 10, that was the che­
apest! could find," hesaid,ad­
ding Etihad said it had refun­
ded his ticket but the amount 
will take 7 to45 days to be tran­
sferred into his bank account. 

An Etil1ad spokesperson 
said: ''.As a result of operatio­
nal payload restrictions, Eti­
had Airways has been forced 
to reduce the number of pas­
sengers on flight EY101 from 
Abu Dhabi to New York (JFK) 
onThursday4August."
